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INVESTING IN WATER, HEALTH
AND HYGIENE EDUCATION

Established in 1992, Umgeni Water's Environmental
Education Services became the first dedicated water
education programme in Africa.

The aim was to meet the growing need for water
education and water education materials. The unit
is responsible for designing and developing appropriate
water education materials as well as for the
implementation of outreach water education
programmes in schools in both rural and urban
communities.

Using locally developed water education resources
the unit has helped to spread the message of water
conservation across the Province of kwaZulu-Natal,
particularly encouraging communities to fake care of
their catchments. Its environmental education
programs have been developed with a focus on
protection of drinking water sources and public health,
as well as building awareness in the fields of
environmental management - in so far as it relates to
sustainable livelihoods.

Educational tours and site assessments incorporate
full water cycle learning, including water and
wastewater freatment processes, waste management,
water recycling, water testing and catchment land
use impacts, amongst others. A wide range of
educational support materials is also developed and
distributed.

An excellent way to infroduce water into the
classroom.

IN SEARCH OF THE MAYFLY NYMPH (English)
An exciting story about the search for the Mayfly
Nymph, promoted by a school river clean-up and
water quality investigation of a local stream. This
10-minute video is available only in English.

WATER HEALTH & HYGIENE (English and Zulu)
This 12-minute documentary looks at ways of
purifying water, water-related health and hygiene
advice and ways pf preventing water borne
diseases. A useful fraining aid for Community Health
Programmes.

THE UMGENI WATER CYCLE (Engiish)

A locally produced 12-minute English documentary
that provides a useful infroduction to the water
cycle.

AMANTII (English)

A 20-minute water documentary that highlights
the importance of total catchment management.
The video shows how a water authority copes with
the problems of water quantity and quality.

VANISHING WATERS (English)
This 26-minute documentary explores the critical
role of wetlands in South Africa.

ZAMA'’S WATER JOURNEY (English)

A 10-MINUTE story in English about the water
purification process as well as waste water
freatment process.

JABULANI JESSIE AND THE WATER

SANGOMA (English)

A 10-MINUTE catchment actin story where a
sangoma takess Jessie and Jabulani on a magical
journey down the Mgeni Catchment. Together
they explore the impact of human activity on the
water quality of the Mgeni River.
